The patient is seen for followup of Workmen’s Comp injury at school restraining a student, 9-year-old, in special education seen last week with injury to his right medial upper thigh. He returns today after another incident reported with same student. This time, felt again a popping sensation in his right lower abdomen with complaints of pain in his right lower abdomen. Told before he might have a hernia. He is concerned about that. 

Examination revealed clearing of tenderness to left upper medial thigh with findings of tenderness to the right suprapubic area laterally and slight tenderness to inguinal ligament. Examined for evidence of an inguinal hernia, not present at this time. 
IMPRESSION: Muscular strain without evidence of hernia.

PLAN: The patient advised to continue medications given prior visit including Medrol Dosepak and following up this following Monday for reevaluation and possible relieve if symptoms have cleared.
