Mr. Conrad is a 77-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of hypercalcemia. He was diagnosed with hypercalcemia recently within the last month or so. He also has a history of GERD, neuropathy, and BPH. The patient also reports a history of bladder stones. His labs reviewed and his PTH is elevated at 146 with a serum calcium level of 12.3. He had a previous calcium level of 11.8. The patient denies any abdominal pain. He denies any bone pain. He denies any changes in his mental status. The wife is with him and she reports no changes in his mental status as well. He denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. He denies any shortness of breath or chest pain. The patient states that he does not consume an excessive amount of calcium. He denies any history of cardiac problems.

Plan:
1. For his hypercalcemia, the patient’s labs reviewed and his PTH is elevated at 146 in the setting of a serum calcium level of 12.3 mg/dL. He had a previous calcium level, which is 11.8. At this point, I am going to get confirmatory testing and recheck the PTH and serum calcium level as well as an ionized calcium level and a vitamin D level. I will also go ahead and send a referral for primary hyperparathyroidism to Dr. Norman and his team for evaluation of a parathyroidectomy. The patient is agreeable to this plan.
