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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 82-year-old patient that is followed in the office because of a significant weight loss, weakness, cough and shortness of breath. The patient was in the hospital six weeks ago with pneumonia that has been recovering. COVID-19 test was negative. This patient was losing weight, but during this visit, the patient has recovered the taste, has recovered his appetite, has gained 6 pounds of body weight, is no longer short of breath and has improved significantly.

2. The patient has a history of carcinoma of the tongue with severe dental and periodontal disease. I have to mention that the patient was treated with radiation therapy, which might be playing a role in the dental and periodontal disease. The patient is under dentist’s surveillance. Procedures have not been done because the patient was not in the best condition to do so. He is going back to the dentist pretty soon.

3. The patient has a history of coronary artery disease status post coronary artery bypass graft. The patient has arteriosclerotic heart disease and peripheral vascular disease. The patient was evaluated by the electrophysiologist and they decided to put a pacer defibrillator that has definitely made the difference in the way that he feels. The patient has adequate kidney function; the serum creatinine is 0.9 and the estimated GFR is above 60. There is no evidence of activity of the urinary sediment.

4. The patient has a remote history of carcinoma of the colon and has been followed by the gastroenterologist.

5. The patient has a history of skin cancer, recently had the Mohs procedure.
We are going to reevaluate the case in four months.

We spent 10 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
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
