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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 82-year-old white female that we have been following in this clinic because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB. The patient has maintained a serum creatinine that is 1.5 and the estimated GFR is 44. The fasting blood sugar is 92. The patient does not have any hyperfiltration. The urinalysis is completely normal. No activity in the sediment. No evidence of proteinuria.

2. The patient has been followed because of on and off hypercalcemia. During this determination in January 2022, the calcium is 10.6. In the PTH, there is no elevation.

3. The patient’s anemia has subsided.

4. The patient has not had any gout manifestations or flare-ups.

5. Arterial hypertension that has been under control. The blood pressure reading today is 127/73.

6. Degenerative joint disease.

7. Gastroesophageal reflux disease on H2 blockers. This patient remains in a stable condition. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.

I invested 7 minutes in reviewing the laboratory, in the face-to-face evaluation 20 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
