DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is a 79-year-old white male that is followed in this office because of the presence of hyponatremia that we think is associated to syndrome of inappropriate ADH secretion. The patient has been treated with a fluid restriction of 40 ounces in 24 hours and he also uses more salt ad lib. The patient was also advised to take 15 g of ure-Na. However, he was unable to fill out the prescription, the pharmacy did not carry it and he did not want to pursue buying that online. Today, the patient has a sodium that is 131, the creatinine is 0.73, and the BUN 11. The patient does not have evidence of proteinuria or activity in the urinary sediment.

2. He has a history of chronic lymphocytic leukemia that is evaluated by the Florida Cancer Group and followed by them. Treatment has not been necessary; however, he follows the appointment closely.

3. The patient is going to be evaluated by the cardiologist for the atrial fibrillation. The patient is anticoagulated with the administration of warfarin and the followup is given by Dr. Lim.

4. Arterial hypertension that is under control. Blood pressure reading is 159/75.

5. The patient is overweight.

6. BPH.

7. Chronic obstructive pulmonary disease that is compensated.

We invested 7 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 15 minutes seeing the patient and 5 minutes in the documentation.
