The patient is a paraplegic and states he gets frequents UTIs and symptoms are similar. He denies chills, myalgia, nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. He states he is eating and drinking well. He denies penile discharge.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented. The patient is wheelchair bound with no motion, no motor activities, looks like from his waist down.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. No rebound. No guarding.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. UTI.

2. Frequent urination.

A UA was done in the clinic today. UA reveals proteinuria, nitrite positive, and leukocyte positive. The patient was offered an injection of Rocephin, he declined, he states he does not like needles.

He was sent home with the following.

1. Cipro 500 mg, he will take one p.o. b.i.d. for seven days, #14.

2. Pyridium 100 mg, he will take one p.o. t.i.d. for three days, #9.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions he states he has none. He was educated about the medication especially Pyridium, which will turn his urine orange and he is advised not to be alarmed and when he discontinues the medication, his urine comes back to its normal color. He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
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
