Ms. Cherry was seen regarding hypertension, history of coronary artery disease, diabetes, and dementia.

History: Ms. Cherry herself is very confused and is not oriented and could not really report much. There are no unusual complaints from the staff. However, she is aphasic. Her blood pressure is stable and recent readings have been good. There is no headache or chest pain. There is no recent evidence of coronary disease. Her blood sugars have been stable and there is no polyuria or polydipsia.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: Negative for any pain, dyspnea, vomiting, arthralgias, or any other concerns from the staff.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed or ill. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 110/70, temperature 96.6, pulse 60, and respiratory rate 14. She could answer no question pertaining to orientation or time or place. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. No edema. Abdomen: Soft and nontender.

Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Cherry has hypertension currently controlled with amlodipine 5 mg daily and lisinopril 40 mg daily.

2. She has quite advanced dementia with aphasia and I will continue donepezil 5 mg daily plus memantine 28 mg daily using the long-acting preparation.

3. Her coronary artery disease is stable on Imdur 30 mg daily.

4. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
