Ms. Drozdrowski was seen regarding hypertension, osteoarthritis, dementia, and she had a recent pressure area over the buttock.

History: Ms. Drozdrowski’s buttock also has healed. However, she has had increase in behaviors lately and sometimes even tried to fight at people. She denies other new symptoms, but she is a bit too confused to report symptoms. I could not elicit from her any pain or dyspnea or vomiting or abdominal pain. I could not elicit dysuria from her. She is incontinent of urine.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. She is not physically ill appearing. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 132/80, pulse 86, respiratory rate 18, temperature 96.4. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa normal. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. No pitting edema. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. CNS: There is random movement of all limbs and I could not get good cooperation, but there are no clear cut focal deficits. I could not get her answer anything pertaining to orientation.

Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Drozdrowski is stable with respect to hypertension and at this point of time, she is not any antihypertensives.

2. She has dementia with increasing behaviors and there are symptoms of dysuria according to the staff, but the urine has odor. I will get urine for UA C&S and followup.

3. For her behaviors, she is on olanzapine 10 mg nightly now and seroquel 50 mg b.i.d. If this persists I may have to increase that or add a mood stabilizer.

4. For dementia, she is on donepezil 5 mg daily.

5. She has gastroesophageal reflux disease and that is stable with omeprazole 40 mg daily.

6. She has osteoarthritis generalized. I could not get any specific pain symptoms from her or the staff.

7. She has available acetaminophen 325 mg every six hours as needed.

8. Her buttock also has healed.
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
