SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen after about two years. She was seen last time on December 16, 2019. She was been followed by Dr. Martinez and was recently found to have high cholesterol of 261 and LDL cholesterol of 155 on July 20, 2021 and repeat blood test on January 7th showed total cholesterol of 255 and LDL cholesterol of 161. The patient is agreeable to start medication for high cholesterol. Her blood pressure is also high today, but she thinks it will be normal at home. She is going to monitor blood pressure at home and she will call us if blood pressure remains high and we will order her medicine for high blood pressure. The patient had a COVID-19 infection on December 23, 2021 while she was on vacation in Canada. She is doing well at present. She had a sinus congestion for last two weeks. Her previous surgeries include hysterectomy, ear surgery, and bladder suspension.

PLAN: Rosuvastatin 10 mg daily was started for high cholesterol. Augmentin 875 mg twice a day with food was ordered for 10 days for acute sinusitis. The patient had a mammogram done four to six months ago by Dr. Martinez at Medical Center Hospital. She brought a copy of her blood test from Medical Center Hospital from July 30, 2021 and January 7, 2022. The patient will be seen again in first week of April 2022.
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
