Dear Mrs. Lefler:

This is a followup for Mr. Albertson who has chronic kidney disease, small kidney on the right-sided probably related to a history of large cell lymphoma, which is presently on remission.  Last visit a year ago.  His weight is few pounds down.  He states to be eating well.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  Denies edema or claudication symptoms.  Denied chest pain, palpitation, syncope, orthopnea or PND.  No oxygen.  No sleep apnea.  He has shoulder discomfort on the right sided and rarely takes ibuprofen.  Review of system otherwise is negative.  No fever, no rash, and no chills.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed on cholesterol treatment.  The ibuprofen as indicated above which is rarely used.

Physical Exam:  Blood pressure 132/86 and weight 172 pounds.  He is alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Normal speech.

Labs: Chemistries in January electrolytes, acid base for the most part normal.  Nutrition, calcium and phosphorous and PTH normal.  No anemia.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Large cell lymphoma on remission.

2. CKD stage III stable overtime. No indication for dialysis and no progression.

3. Small kidney on the right probably complications at the time of treatment of lymphoma.

4. All chemistries and blood pressure and review of system is negative.  I do not see progression.  No changes on medications and no indication for dialysis.  We will see him in the next nine months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
