Dear Dr. Khabir:

This is a followup for Mr. Minelli who has obstructive uropathy, diabetes and hypertension.  Last visit in November.  He follows with urology Dr. Kirby, attempts of removing Foley catheter unsuccessful because of severe urinary retention.  New catheter placed two weeks ago.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  Urine is clear.  Plan for laser treatment for enlargement of the prostate 02/21/22.  Right now he feels well, hydrating himself.  Good appetite.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.  No oxygen.  Review of system is negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Noticed full dose of Coreg only blood pressure medicine otherwise metformin for diabetes.

Physical Exam:  He is alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Normal speech.  Weight 174 pounds.  Blood pressure 120/80.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries from January creatinine 2.4 for a GFR of 27 stage IV with potassium of 5.4.  Previously low sodium, metabolic acidosis 19, prior glucose in December 500s, and normal albumin and calcium.  Liver function test not elevated.  Good levels of B12 and folic acid and iron.  Anemia around 10.3.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Obstructive uropathy presently Foley catheter.

2. Acute on chronic renal failure versus progression.  No indication for dialysis.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis or pulmonary edema.

3. Background of diabetes.

4. Hypertension fair control.

5. Uncontrolled diabetes.

6. Alcohol abuse not clear to me if he is still drinking or not.

7. Elevated potassium.  Discussed about diet.
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8. Metabolic acidosis.

9. Low sodium concentration multifactorial more importantly renal failure and uncontrolled diabetes in the 500s.

10. Anemia.  No external bleeding.

Continue chemistries at least in a monthly basis.  No indication for dialysis.  All issues discussed at length with the patient.

All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
