PATIENT NAME: Molinar, Lydia

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen today for management of medical problems and preoperative clearance prior to left total knee arthroplasty by Dr. Muthuswamy. The patient’s blood pressure is high today and we are going to increase her medications.

PLAN: The patient was sent for blood test, chest x-ray, EKG, echocardiogram, and x-ray of her cervical spine at ORMC as recommended by Dr. Muthuswamy. Amlodipine 5 mg twice a day and losartan was increased to losartan 50 mg twice a day. The patient has history of anemia and she had iron infusions. She appears pale. We will also get serum ferritin, red cell, folate level and vitamin B12 level. The patient has appointment to see Dr. Naidu for cardiac clearance in the next one or two days. The patient is medically cleared for left total knee arthroplasty provided that she is cleared by Dr. Raja Naidu from cardiovascular point of view and provided that her blood tests are acceptable.
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
