History: Ms. Hedderman was seen today. It is two weeks since I have been following her every week. She had a skin tear on her left leg that she got even while she was wearing some jeans and she was given some antibiotics. There was some redness around the wound. Her cultures were negative. The patient was seen and it looked like the wound was closing in completely. So, the patient was seen today, but she is very tender just above the wound and on the side and her redness seemed to have increased. Last week, I had told the patient because of persistent redness that she should take some Levaquin. She got the Levaquin prescription filled, but did not take it, but just completed the 10 days of cephalexin. Because of the increased redness, I did not feel that comfortable and I felt the patient needs some further wound care and she is referred to Dr. Kelly Maedo or CapRock Emergency Room or SignatureCare Emergency Room. Addresses and phone numbers were given of all the urgent cares. The patient will be seen in the office in a week after her ER visit. Her med list reconciled. The patient has good range of motion of her legs, but just this tenderness that is bothersome. Hence, she is sent to the Urgent Care. The rest of the exam is normal.
