History: It is a telehealth visit. Ms. Newton on Saturday was found to be COVID positive. She went to St. Joseph Emergency Room. They did not want to give her any medicine even though she felt sick. She called me, I returned the patient’s call. She had the answering machine on. I put a message on the answering machine and the patient did not return the call up until today. She states she is lying in bed and feels sick with cough and congestion. She states her pulse oximetry is good and she is not running fever and she is not short of breath. To note, Ms. Newton works at Public Health Department at Texas A&M. I advised her we can make her feel comfortable; I will give her some Zithromax, some Medrol Dosepak and some Tessalon Perles. I inquired into monoclonal antibodies and apparently because of lack of response. The monoclonal antibody station that was produced in conjunction with City of College Station and St. Joseph has closed down and none of the nurses in the emergency room or elsewhere knew where the patient could take antibodies. The only other thing was the patient is not running fever and her saturations are good. So, I do not even know if somebody would be a candidate or not. These things about the antibodies and all discussed with the patient and as she would not be a candidate, I think it is best I give her some antibiotics and steroids and renew her Spiriva Respimat and see her in the office or do a phone visit with her in a week. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
