History: Ms. Hagge was accompanied by her daughter. Ms. Hagge is quite elderly, but doing well. She had a back surgery done by Dr. Hoover. She is having some pain in the neck with some tingling and numbness and she saw Dr. Hoover and Dr. Hoover tried to do some EMG and some x-ray. She does not have the results. He increased her gabapentin to 300 mg in the morning and 600 mg at night.  The patient was using a Rollator for ambulation, but is not in any acute pain. She states she has gone to Dr. David Dudycha to do acupuncture and she states he would do two or three acupunctures and she would feel better and she states overall she is doing better. Her med list reconciled. The patient is currently not taking metformin. She is to see me in the office in a month at which time her labs will be done. She was on pioglitazone and we stopped the pioglitazone because of being elderly and possibility of heart failure and side effects for pioglitazone. She stopped the metformin by herself because she states her sugars were doing good. Overall, rest of the exam is as in the chart. I am going to see the patient in the office in a month, at which time the lab work will be done and then, we will decide if she needs to take any diabetes medicine or not.
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
