History: Ms. McCombs is an 85-year-old white female who called me today and wanted to do a telephone visit and not a video visit as she will not be able to do a video visit today. She told me that she had two episodes over the weekend. She states she had a meal and she got up and she states all of a sudden her blood pressure was down to 80/60 for few hours and then she was okay. Next day, it happened the same way. The only change the patient had done on her medicine was the cardiologist Dr. Colato stopped her amiodarone in view of eye side effects, but the patient states currently she does not have any eye problems and she does not want to hold off the amiodarone. Both times, she felt her pulse was irregular. The patient is on Eliquis. I have given the patient a few instructions. The patient did not have pulse oximeter. I advised her to go and get a pulse oximeter. The second thing was to hold off the furosemide because it is possible that if she is dehydrated her blood pressure could drop and to hold off furosemide one day a week and see how she does. I told her if this persists further and has more episodes, we should see Dr. Colato or go to the emergency room. The patient understands that. She is planning to call me again this coming Thursday.

The Patient’s Problem: Episodes of hypotension possibly associated with atrial fibrillation.
The patient is on Lanoxin 0.125 mg four or five times a week. She will be seen in the office, I will visit with her again on Thursday or coming Monday.
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
