History: Ms. Gilmore was seen today. She states she had an episode in November where she went to emergency room twice with nausea, vomiting and diarrhea. She states her COVID test was negative. She had some labs and I was reviewing the labs done in the emergency room and it looked like that the patient has slightly elevated calcium, it could be because of dehydration, even the BUN was elevated that could be because of dehydration, hence I am repeating the labs. Today, she tells me she feels very stiff on the right knee and her left lateral side of thigh feels like it gets numb off and on. She is going to be treated empirically. She is not walking with a cane or anything. Her weight loss also has stopped. She has gained 3 pounds of weight. There is no more nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. So, we really do not know what had happened to her. I gave her a stool iFOB test. I gave her a complete lab work. I am going to see her in the office in a month. She states Walmart stopped taking her TriCare, so she is now using Brookshire Brothers Pharmacy, which is all right with me. Her med list reconciled and her medicines were refilled today. Rest of the exam is as in the chart. I will see her in the office in a month.
I reviewed the visit of November 2021, when the patient was seen in St. Joseph Emergency Room and where she was seen with nausea, vomiting, and diarrhea. I reviewed the notes and it looked like that the patient had gone and seen a dentist and was given antibiotics, which made the patient have all this. The ER doctor advised her to stop the dental antibiotics and started her on Flagyl. Her calcium was a little bit high at that time, 11.5. So, in my lab work I have decided to repeat the calcium. I have reviewed the notes of Dr. Anthony Hackett. The patient was given Zofran IV, one liter of normal saline. The patient was advised rest from 11/26/2021 to 12/06/2021. Dr. Vasudev who saw the patient gave her some Megace to improve her appetite. So, I will see her in the office in next 3 to 4 weeks after her labs are back.
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
