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1. AW, 28-year-old woman with pain around her mouth. The patient became very belligerent in the Emergency Room, would not let the doctor examine her. Subsequently, they had to call the police to remove her.

2. DP, 31-year-old woman with cough, congestion, and runny nose. Swab test negative. X-rays negative. Diagnosed with URI. Treated with Z-PAK.
3. MS, 37-year-old with headache. CT negative. Blood pressure initially elevated. Given clonidine and Compazine. Blood pressure came down to 120/70. The patient had no headache at the time of discharge. No blood work was done, Just a CT of the head and swab tests.
4. RA, 44-year-old male seen with itchy throat. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with URI. Sent home with Z-PAK.
5. AC, 74-year-old male, comes in for sore throat, but released without being seen.
6. RL, 44-year-old gentleman with abdominal pain/chest pain, had a full workup including cardiac and CTA all negative, diagnosed with cholelithiasis and actually was observed for 24 hours.
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
