This is an 86-year-old gentleman, goes to see his primary care physician with not eating. This is an 86-year-old gentleman with history of coronary artery disease, hypertension, heart disease, end-stage renal disease both related to diabetic nephropathy as well as atherosclerotic heart disease and nephrosclerosis.

The patient is a dialysis patient who no longer wishes to continue with dialysis because of end-stage senile dementia, anemia and hypertension.

The patient is not eating. He has had tremendous amount of weight loss over 15 pounds with protein-calorie malnutrition.

The patient is quite weak. He sleeps about 12-14 hours a day because of his weakened state as well as protein-calorie malnutrition and weight loss. He is not eating. He is sleeping most time and the family has decided to stop his dialysis and place the patient on hospice.

The hospice decision was made in conjunction with the patient’s primary care physician and the family.

The patient also suffers from frequent falls, total ADL dependency, gastroesophageal reflux, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition and severe muscle wasting and temporal wasting noted on the exam as of last month.

The patient is hospice appropriate, expected to live less than six months.
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
