The patient is seen today in the clinic with complaints of cough, congestion, soreness to her right and tip of tongue with a lesion for the past several days, with low-grade temperature, some myalgia, and some dizziness reported. The patient with a history of hysterectomy in 2018 secondary to endometriosis. She states she is having hot flashes ever since. The patient had testing done in the office including flu test, COVID, and strep all of which were negative.
The patient is given a prescription for Robitussin-AC 4 ounces one teaspoon q.i.d. for cough and Z-PAK antibiotics with instructions to follow up as needed.
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
