SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Jason described that whole family was suffering from COVID since Christmas and he got the COVID through his daughter and also his wife. Today, he was feeling better. He described he has not developed severe complication, he was breathing normally, but he was running temperature and had feeling of tiredness and fatigue. I further explained that he has to take rest and try to work on his problem. He has not got any vaccine and I further encouraged that he should have vaccine to prevent any future problem to which he has agreed. He was an alert, oriented, tall, Caucasian male. Mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. Immediate memory was fair. Recall was fair. Judgment and insight is improved. No involuntary movement or any side effect of the medication.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder, chronic, coronary artery disease, lumbosacral pain, and recently recovering from COVID.

PLAN: Continue on Zoloft 100 mg daily, 30-day supply was ordered. Risks, benefits and side effects were explained.
PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
