Gary was seen via Doxy. He has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: He described that he has shown some improvement, at least he was able to contact his pain management doctor and get prescription. He has been dealing with the doctors at Beaumont, DMC and also Henry Ford, but his problem of billing has not been resolved from Henry Ford. The patient was constantly talking about everything. He also indicated that he has a cervical plate, spinal cord stimulation, orthostasis due to autonomic dystonia, migraine headache and pacemaker. He claimed that he wants to get better, but needs to be in regular contact with the doctors. I further explained and counseled him accordingly. He claimed that he is taking his medications, he is doing all right. He denies any suicidal thoughts. He denies any auditory or visual hallucination or persecutory feeling. His mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no side effect of the medication.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder, multiple medical issues including the patient is on spinal cord stimulation, also on pacemaker and taking several medications for orthostatic hypotension and migraine headache.

PLAN: I am giving Wellbutrin XL 150 mg daily. A 30-day supply was ordered. Risks, benefits and side effects were explained. The patient has been seeing a priest for counseling and has been following the medical doctor.
