The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Dennis was in a good mood and pleasant affect. He shaved his beard and looked different. He described that he is feeling more clam, relaxed, and cooperative. No depression, anxiety or suicidal thoughts. No symptoms of hallucination or delusion. He is sleeping good and eating good. I further discussed that next time when he goes to the primary care physician, he should get an EKG to rule out QT changes to which he agreed. He was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no irritability or agitation. There was no involuntary movement. Judgment and insight has improved.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder, symptomatically stable, rheumatoid arthritis, pain in shoulders and the hand, hypertension, and hypothyroidism.

PLAN: Continue with the Celexa 20 mg daily, Wellbutrin XL 150 mg daily, trazodone 100 mg daily and Depakote 500 mg twice a day. A 30-day supply of the medication was ordered. Risks, benefits and side effects were explained, the patient agreed and very appropriate. He promised that next time when he goes to the primary care physician, he will get an EKG and send the copy to my office.
PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
