SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Sharon was in a good mood and pleasant affect. She described she has undergone surgery of her left knee replacement by Dr. Perry at Ascension St. John Hospital at Moross. The surgery was done on 12/06/2021 and after 40 hours of surgery and recovery, she came home. She was walking with a walker and she feels that she is feeling much better. She is not having any pain. In the beginning, she was given hydrocodone 20 mg four times a day, but currently doses are reduced to 10 mg q.i.d. and from tomorrow, she will start going to the physical exercise. The patient was in a good mood and pleasant affect. Described she restarted taking her medication that is Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily and Vyvanse 60 mg daily. She is an alert and oriented, tall, Caucasian female. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There were no suicidal thoughts. No symptoms of hallucination or delusion. Her judgment and insight is good. I appreciate her courage and also improvement without any support to which she agreed.

PLAN: I will send the prescription of Vyvanse 60 mg for 30 days and Wellbutrin XL 300 mg and followup appointment was given in four weeks.
