NEUROLOGICAL REPORT

CLINICAL INDICATION:

Neurological evaluation in consideration for degenerative dementia.

Current treatment with rivastigmine and memantine with some benefit.

Dear Dr. Paul & Michael Bauguess:
William Clapham was seen today for reevaluation accompanied by family and by his daughter by cell phone reevaluation 

Michael, as you may remember presents with a clinical history of being treated for HIV disease.

He has completed MR brain imaging possibly at Oroville Hospital, however, I do not have that report.

He has a history of treated hypertension.
The additional important history today is that he has an ongoing history of substance abuse with both amphetamines and marijuana.

He has been sober by his daughter’s report for the last three weeks experiencing an improvement in his cognitive and emotional function.

In consideration of this clinical history and the risk factors for degenerative brain disease with dementia, we will obtain MR imaging results for review in consideration of adjustment of his treatment regimen.

He will need to complete the quality of life questionnaires from the National Institute of Health and I will test him for cognitive impairment by standard measures.

His medications will need to be continued.
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At this time my recommendations would be the following:
1. Psychiatric referral for further evaluation and management and treatment of the psychiatric aspects of his clinical symptoms of substance abuse.
2. Referral for substance abuse evaluation and treatment.
He is not entirely clear that he is able to discontinue his amphetamine and marijuana utilization, which would be paramount in consideration for improvement in his clinical mental function.

I will see him for evaluation in three or four months hopefully, as he moves forward in the process of further care and treatment.
