Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. King comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision and a loss of hearing. Apparently, she had a stroke approximately five years ago that led to seizures, loss of hearing, and a loss of vision. She has a history of working as a customer service representative, but stopped because of a loss of hearing and vision. The history is taken by writing and with the help of the mother.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/100 on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of plano –0.75 x 166 on the right and –1.25 –1.50 x 175 on the left. The near acuity through the distance correction measures 20/100 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 19 on each side. The slit lamp examination shows mild cortical and lamellar lens opacifications in the periphery on both sides. The anterior chambers are deep and quiet. The fundus examination shows mild pallor to each optic nerve head. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.3 on each side. There is no edema. The pigmentation is normal in the retina on both sides. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Goldmann visual field test utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 150 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 120 degrees of horizontal field on the left.

Assessment:
1. Optic atrophy.

2. Cataracts.

Ms. King has clinical findings that are consistent with the measured visual acuity. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties reading small print, using a computer, and distinguishing between small objects. Her prognosis is guarded.
