Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup for Mr. House with advanced renal failure, underlying COPD, CHF, already has an AV fistula right sided, prior aortic valve replacement.  Last visit in October teleconference.  No hospital admission.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or blood melena.  Good urine output.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  Denies incontinence.  Stable dyspnea, but no oxygen.  No orthopnea or PND.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  No stealing syndrome.  AV fistula open right sided.  Review of systems otherwise is negative.

Medications: List reviewed, on bicarbonate replacement.  I will highlight diuretics, nitrates, beta-blockers and calcium channel blockers.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 146/60.  Hard of hearing, but normal speech.  No evidence of severe respiratory distress.

Labs: Chemistries: Creatinine at 5.1 progressive over time and GFR 11 stage V.  Low bicarbonate at 15 with high chloride at 111. Normal sodium and potassium.  Normal albumin.  Minor increase of phosphorus.  Minor decrease of calcium.  Normal white blood cells and platelets, anemia of 10, MCV of 100.

Assessment and Plan:

1. CKD stage V. No symptoms of uremia. Already has an AV fistula right sided.  No stealing syndrome.  We will start dialysis based on symptoms for encephalopathy, pericarditis, uncontrolled volume overload.

2. COPD.  No oxygen.
3. Coronary artery disease, prior stenting, stable over time.

4. Right-sided carotid endarterectomy.

5. CHF stable.

6. Metabolic acidosis on replacement.

7. Aortic valve replacement.

8. Anemia, not symptomatic.  No external bleeding.  Monitor for EPO treatment.
