SUBJECTIVE: The patient is doing well. The patient had echocardiogram done at Medical Center Hospital on June 6, 2021 and ejection fraction was 25% to 30% and there was grade I diastolic dysfunction. Repeat echocardiogram was on September 8, 2021 showed ejection fraction of 30% to 35% difficult to accurately assess left ventricular systolic function. The patient had a global hypokinesia and mild diastolic dysfunction by Doppler parameter. Dr. Tejas Patel had recommended CRT-D device for heart failure as patient is at high risk for sudden cardiac death and patient and his son wanted to consider about the device they are not made the decision. The patient has discontinued some medications including Keppra and gabapentin as he thinks that he does not need these medications.
