Dear Dr. Klein:

Thank you for this referral. This 53-year-old male does not smoke or drink. Denies any drug allergies. He is here because of low WBC count.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not have any symptoms. He is very healthy, works out. He is pilot at Southwest Airline and he used to be in US Air Force since he has been retired from the services.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient states he has been found to have polycystic kidney. He also has history of sleep apnea and for the last 10+ years, he has history of neutropenia. In 2013, bone marrow aspiration biopsy was done in Little Rock Arkansas by a hematologist. It showed slightly hypocellular marrow without any detectable clonal abnormality. Since then the patient has been followed with periodic CBC. He did have ultrasound of the abdomen in 2012 which showed simple cyst in the kidneys more on the right than left and mild hepatomegaly.
FAMILY HISTORY: The patient’s father did have polycystic kidney disease and he needed renal transplant. The patient’s mother died of pancreatic cancer.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 53-year-old.

Vital Signs: He is 6-feet tall, weighing 232 pounds, blood pressure 144/85.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph nodes negative in the neck.
Chest: Symmetrical.
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Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Neutropenia most likely cyclical. His WBC count varies between 2000-4000.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw CBC and CMP. Once available, we will make further recommendation if needed. If WBC count is within acceptable range which should be more than 2000 then we will see him in six months for followup.
