Dear Dr. Fazio:

Thank you for this referral.

This 69-year-old white male quit smoking 30 years ago. Denies any alcohol. Denies any drug allergies. He is here for evaluation of recently diagnosed pulmonary embolism.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: According to the patient on Christman eve during lunch he passed out. His friends who were visiting him happened to be paramedic so they resuscitated him and called EMS he was taken to Medical City Denton and hospitalized with diagnoses of acute pulmonary embolism. He said he was unconscious for almost 24-hours and he realized when he woke up that he was in the hospital. He was kept there for six days. He was started on anticoagulation and sent home on Eliquis 5 mg twice daily. While at Medical City Denton, he saw Dr. Fazio and the patient is scheduled to see Dr. Fazio for further workup for cardiac arrhythmia or evaluation of coronary artery disease.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient says he has been very healthy. However, since last week, he has been on Flomax for BPH and metoprolol 25 mg for possible hypertension besides Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d. for recent PE.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 69-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 6 feet tall, weighing 230 pounds, and blood pressure 134/78.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Recent pulmonary embolism.

2. History of hypertension.

RECOMMENDATIONS: At present, we will continue Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d. for total of six months. We will reevaluate after that and agree with need for cardiac workup, which will be done by Dr. Fazio.

ADDENDUM: As far as reason for pulmonary embolism, we will evaluate him for hypercoagulable status once he is off of this anticoagulation therapy.
