History: Ms. Ramsey was seen today. Ms. Ramsey has obesity and hypertension. She has developed a new problem, which is diplopia. She states it is transient, happens just in the mornings when she looks up and the diplopia is like one above the other and not on the sides. The patient states the next day she noticed diplopia when she looked on the right side, but it does not happen when she looks on the left side and it even happened when she extended her neck. The patient has been getting some chiropractic treatments with Dr. Cliff Walker. I was concerned about hypoglycemia or carotid blockage or even a little brain tumor. She has seen the eye doctor, Dr. Lee who felt this is just muscle weakness problem and suggested only glasses. I have sent her for second opinion with Dr. Marr. The patient had a sleep study done and she has to go there to get the sleep study done again on the 23rd after which she is going to see Dr. Weber because she had a lot of drop of oxygenation to about 70% FiO2 at nights. The patient has seen Dr. Linda Meade who worked at Scott & White Clinic and now runs an obesity clinic and got her started on the new weight loss medicine, which is an injection once a week, Wegovy. The patient understands plan of treatment. I suggested that she should get a carotid ultrasound and a CT of the head, but the patient states she has about more than 1000 deductible and cannot afford it, she would rather see the eye doctor and then go from there, but she understands that if need be she will get it done.
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
