History: Ms. Rabe was seen today. Ms. Rabe complained of right lower rib costochondral junction pain. She has history of gallstones and was worried if the gallstone was acting up. The patient has no fever. No nausea. No vomiting. No diarrhea. No dyspepsia. No indigestion. So, less likely. Her lab work of January 5, 2022, reviewed. The patient still has problem with depression and she is going to come for a CNSVS testing tomorrow and then I will see her for followup coming Monday or Tuesday. I did an EKG which did not show any changes compared to previous EKG done in 2018 by Dr. Mays. She denies any injury to the right side of the abdomen. I told her we will have serial exams and see how she does and we may do ultrasound of abdomen again and repeat blood work again if her pain does not go away or gets worse. Currently, I have just advised her to use some Voltaren gel locally as I feel this is pain of costochondritis.
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
