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8. Treat with Amoxil 400 mg/5 mL, three-fourth of a teaspoon twice a day.

9. Lots of liquid.

10. Recheck COVID in 24-48 hours if not better.

11. Findings discussed with mother before leaving.

12. Medication called to Wal-Mart.
