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The patient is here with complaints of congestion and cough for the past few days with pressure in the left ear and thinks she has allergies. 
Examination reveals minimal retraction of the left tympanic membrane. Lungs are clear to auscultation and percussion.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with left serous otitis and possible early sinusitis. 
PLAN: The patient is given dexamethasone 4 mg, Rocephin 500 mg and a prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol 4 mg Dosepak.
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
