CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient returns again to the clinic with complaints of irritation to the right eye. She states it happens every month, usually without any matting or discharge. It lasts for a few days. She was seen here several months ago and was given tobramycin which she states helped her eye at that time, but ran out. At that time, she states she did have some exudate and some crusting of the eye but current episodes without that.
Examination in the clinic revealed inflamed conjunctiva of right eye. No apparent anterior chamber adenopathy. Unable to visualize fundus. Extraocular muscles intact. Did not examine for abrasions of the cornea. The patient states she has an appointment tomorrow at Berkeley Eye Center to see an ophthalmologist. Told the patient that that is what I would recommend. I am not going to give her any medication at this time, but to be sure to see ophthalmologist tomorrow for complete examination because of recurrent irritation to the right eye with reported visual disturbance as well.
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
