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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of a 92-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of iatrogenic hypoparathyroidism. The patient has a resection of the thyroid goiter x2 and apparently, there was compromise with the parathyroid glands. The patient developed hypocalcemia. She has been treated with the administration of calcium acetate one tablet four times a day. The patient is known to have a serum creatinine of 1.2 and estimated GFR that is around 45 mL/min with no evidence of proteinuria.

2. The patient has hypothyroidism status post thyroidectomy. She is on replacement therapy. T4 was 1.9, T3 2.4 and TSH is down to 2.9. The patient is functioning well without any compromises.

3. History of cardiomyopathy that is compensated.

4. The patient has a remote history of pancreatitis. This patient is very functional, with very accurate memory and she is able to carry conversation without any problem. The patient is to continue with the same approach. I am going to reevaluate the case with laboratory workup in one year.
