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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of a 69-year-old Hispanic female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of chronic kidney disease stage IIIA. The patient has a creatinine of 1, a BUN of 18 and the estimated GFR is 52 mL/min. The patient does not have proteinuria. The protein creatinine ratio is completely normal.

2. The patient has arterial hypertension. The blood pressure has been 130/81. She has been under control. She used to take the same medications.

3. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

4. The patient has a history of iron deficiencies on supplementation.

5. The patient has asymptomatic pyuria.

6. The patient has hypothyroidism on replacement therapy. We are going to reevaluate the thyroid panel during the next appointment that is going to be in six months.

7. She has polyneuropathy that is followed by the rheumatologist, Dr. Torres. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
