CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for followup after shingles of the face.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient has significant improvement and she has finished acyclovir. She was seen by eye specialist and she was told that she did not have any herpes zoster infection in the cornea. The patient was put on acyclovir 800 mg six tablets a day and the patient stated that she feels nauseated and her vision is unremarkable. The patient does not have any headache.
She is also using eye drops.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, red eye, blurry vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, or vomiting.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Normal conjunctiva in the right eye. Pupils are equal in size and reactive. There is a 1-2 mm scab above the eyelid on the left side. There are no lesions noted.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
