PZOOL, CHARLES

Mr. Pzool was evaluated today for recertification of his hospice care. The patient lives in a filthy home. His blood pressure is out of control. He does not allow anyone provided to come into clean the house or take care of his needs. He is short of breath at all times. He has pulmonary hypertension and cor pulmonale evident by his lower extremity edema, shortness of breath at all times and has issues with wearing his oxygen on regular basis. He is also becoming almost totally ADL dependent, he has not been able to take care of himself, has not bathed and has not cleaned his house. As far as his eating is concerned that is minimal. He only eats what the neighbors bring him and what he can find around the house. He is agitated. He is tired all the time and sleeps about 8-12 hours a day. Given the findings and the changes from last certification, the patient is hospice appropriate and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
