The patient is seen with complaints of right earache, sore throat, and sinusitis for two days with a history of tubes in ears. 

Examination revealed inflammation of throat with tubes in the right ear. Questionable tube in the left ear, not seen. 

The patient was started on Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. Given injection of Rocephin 500 mg and dexamethasone 4 mg. 
DIAGNOSES: Allergic rhinitis, history of otitis media, ear tube left ear and seizure disorder. 
The patient is to follow up with ENT doctor to be seen in the near future and see a neurologist and schedule appointment to see ENT.
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
