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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me in 1973, the patient was involved in a motor cycle accident in California.  The patient tells me that he hit a car.  He was riding on a motor cycle.  He does not remember anything after that.  As a matter of fact, the patient was out of consciousness immediately.  As a matter of fact, he was in a coma for the next two days.  He woke up two days later, in the hospital in San Francisco, California.  The patient has headaches.  The patient had head injury according to him.  The patient has no recollection of what happened.  The patient slowly improved after that.
The patient currently has significant balance issues.  The patient has coordination difficulties.  The patient has swallowing difficulties.  The patient also has headaches.  The patient tells me that he was diagnosed with cerebellar ataxia about four years ago by neurologist.
The patient is currently not working.  He used to work as a contractor carpenter.  He is not able to work anymore because of this gait disturbance and balance difficulties and the cerebellar ataxia.
It is my opinion that the patient sustained traumatic brain injury in 1973.  The patient was riding a motor cycle, he gotten car accident with a car.  The patient immediately lost consciousness with the impact.  The patient was in coma for two days.  The patient woke up two days later in hospital in San Francisco, California.  I believe the patient has headaches.  Since then, the patient has balance difficulty, swallowing difficulty, incoordination.  The patient also diagnosed with cerebellar ataxia about four years ago.

I believe that it is my opinion that the motor cycle accident, resulted in loss of consciousness in coma for the next two days, and complete no recollection of the event are results of traumatic brain injury.  The patient also has headaches.
