CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of burning urination, lump in the right breast, and followup for hypertension.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient’s information is obtained through clinic staff who stated that the patient had burning urination a few days ago and went to the emergency room. She had UTI and she was started on cefadroxil 500 mg twice a day and she just finished it yesterday. The patient still has mild burning urination, but there is no blood in the urine.
The patient also felt a lump in the right breast and it was not tender and she has no nipple discharge.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

CHEST: Chest is symmetrical without any deformity and there is no axillary lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

BREASTS: Breast examination was done and there was no lymph node enlargement. Right breast has approximately 1 to 1.5 cm soft, minimally tender lump lateral to the nipple. Left breast is unremarkable.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema. The patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
