CHIEF COMPLAINT: Pain in the right middle finger.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had trigger finger on the right middle finger and she tried over-the-counter medication without much relief. Still, the patient has pain in the finger and it is difficult to straighten it out.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Right hand examination reveals trigger finger of the right middle finger. There is tenderness of the flexor tendon and there is no deformity noted.
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
