SUBJECTIVE: The patient is on hemodialysis and his blood pressure stays low. He is not taking any medicine to reduce blood pressure. He was started on midodrine 10 mg three times a day by Dr. Reddy recently.

PLAN: The patient will continue midodrine. In addition, we started him on Zoloft 50 mg half tablet daily for four days and then one tablet daily to raise his blood pressure. The patient will use Chantix as he is trying to quit smoking. If he quit smoking then only he is eligible for kidney transplant according to the kidney specialist. The patient is not taking metoprolol and clonidine at present.
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
