Thank you for this referral.

This 49-year-old male comes here for evaluation. He smokes one to two cigarettes daily and one to two beers everyday. Denies any drug allergies. He is here for evaluation of recently discovered pulmonary embolism.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient says that in 2015, he broke his toe and subsequently he was found to have blood clot in the leg at that time he was on blood thinner for three months. Recently about two weeks ago, he started having pain in the right leg so he went to emergency room about a week ago in Carrollton where he was found to have blood clot in the right leg and lung scan did show pulmonary embolism. The patient was placed on Eliquis and hence he is here for continued care.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: He has been very healthy. No past medical issues. He works in warehouse and during his job he has to walk a lot.

FAMILY HISTORY: Nondiagnostic for history of any blood clots.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 6 feet 2 inches tall, weighing 229 pounds, and blood pressure 144/83.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.
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Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Acute pulmonary embolism recent.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will continue Eliquis 5 mg twice daily for total of six months. At some point thereafter, we will check his coagulation profile to see if he has any tendency for blood clots like protein C, protein S, or antithrombin III deficiency and similar.
