1. Hypercholesterolemia.

2. Skin eruption, unspecified.
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Today, her labs were reviewed and all labs are normal except for mildly elevated cholesterol. The patient was educated on lifestyle management she can take to bring her cholesterol within normal limits, she states she understands.

A consult to dermatology was completed and the patient will call for an appointment. She had a skin test in the clinic last visit and the skin test was unspecified.
