History: Ms. Govan was seen today. She has:

1. Diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

When I got her as a patient, her A1c was 14 *__________* reduced to 12 to 11, last was 8.7. Today, her random sugar was 96. She states she is having a lot of difficulty getting Trulicity because of cost. She states one time the cost was $111 and the next time, it was $400 and so now she is paying to Humana every month. Since Trulicity is dulaglutide and I have plenty of samples of semaglutide similar drug Rybelsus, the patient would benefit from that. I gave her the semaglutide 30-day samples of 3 mg, see how she does. Advised her to stop the Trulicity and start the semaglutide only when she finishes the Trulicity that she has. She has no chest pains. No shortness of breath. No nausea. No vomiting. No diarrhea. Rest of the exam is normal. We have advised complete blood work including A1c, microalbumin in urine and she is going to be seen in the office in 3 to 4 weeks.
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
