She changed her insurance from Humana to Aetna. She is advised lab work. I did EKG because the patient stated she had lifted a 20-pound bag of cat food and she felt a jerk on the left shoulder. She states she started Googling and it was that it could be because of heart problems. The patient does not have any current heart problems. However, this lady is a high risk and she was concerned, so we had done EKG. It showed sinus rhythm and anterolateral ST-T changes and no change from before. Hence, we are going to send her for the labs and see her in the office in a month.
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
