MARTINEZ, AMADA
Ms. Martinez is a 92-year-old woman with history of dementia, behavioral problems, hypertension, and hypothyroidism. The patient most recently has experienced worsening of her dementia with forgetfulness, loss of appetite, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, and decreased mentation. The patient no longer recognizes her daughter or knows her name. She is not oriented to time or place. She is not able to walk independently and is at a high risk of fall.

Her last hospitalization occurred in October 2021 where she was diagnosed with a wrist fracture related to her fall. Since the past four weeks, she has eaten very little. She has lost over 12 pounds. The daughter is not interested in PEG placement and/or hospitalization at this point. Subsequently, the daughter is asking for hospice placement in face of above-mentioned findings as well as memory loss and agitation and extensive sleeping of 8-12 hours a day. Her KPS is at 40% and it is the opinion of this examiner that the patient is appropriate for hospice and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
