The patient is a 68-year-old woman who appears much older than stated age with no dentition, history of hypertension, diabetes, multiple hospitalizations recently for TIA and strokes because of blood pressure out of control.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Back surgery.

MEDICATIONS: Include Lasix, Procardia 30 mg, Senna, and metformin.

ALLERGIES: None.

COVID VACCINATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She is a single woman with three sons. She does smoke. She does not drink alcohol any longer.

FAMILY HISTORY: Coronary artery disease.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Weight loss, wheezing, tachypnea, tachycardic, increased blood pressure, edematous, abdominal pain, history of anemia, appears pale, weight loss of 20 pounds, not eating, no appetite, house/chair bound.

The patient has been on hospice with the current hospice provider not making regular visits, providing her with nebulizer treatment and not checking her oxygen, she feels like she needs to be on oxygen at this time.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is a 68-year-old woman who appears much older than stated age.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 180/90. Pulse 100. Respirations 22. Afebrile.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is clear.

NECK: No lymphadenopathy noted in the neck.

LUNGS: Wheezing, rales, and rhonchi bilaterally.

HEART: Tachycardic.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows pedal edema.

ASSESSMENT:
1. History of hypertension.

2. End-stage COPD.

3. Check O2.

4. The patient is in need of oxygen.
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5. The patient needs a new nebulizer.

6. Provide inhaler Ventolin.

7. Provide albuterol 2.5 mg/3 mL to use in a nebulizer.

8. Assess O2 need.

9. Control blood pressure.

10. Hypertension leading to multiple recurrent TIAs/lacunar strokes.

11. End-stage COPD, severe.
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
